Congratulations to EDC & Harbour Rise!


Back in October Estates Development Company were pleased and honoured to hear that “Harbour Rise” had won the Urban Development Institute of Australia (UDIA) WA Award for Excellence 2006 in Category 3 “Residential Development more than 250 Lots”.


The UDIA is the peak body representing all stakeholders in the urban development process and has been representing the urban development industry in WA for over 30 years.  “Harbour Rise” was selected as the winner in Category 3 beating five other entrants to the title of best residential development more than 250 lots.  This prestigious award recognises excellence in urban development and provides strong recognition of the quality of “Harbour Rise” both within the development industry and to the public at large.


The judges citation reads “…A mature estate, with each stage characterised by sympathetic urban design responses to the site’s topography, vegetation and coastal location. 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Landscaping Update


Landscaping has been one of the most challenging issues through-out the estate. We work endlessly to try and maintain the estates original condition. Working closely with the council and with the landscaping contractor we are trying very hard to raise the standard and we will get there. However it will come with an additional cost. We will do our best to keep it down but the Special Area Rates (SAR) is expected to rise again in July 2007 when the council takes over maintenance of Oahu Park. If you have any concerns or questions in this regard don’t hesitate to bring them forward and offer some positive alternatives.


During October and November a significant amount of maintenance has taken place.  Leward, Harbour View, Marbella Parks and verges were all granularly fertilized with the parks being verti-mowed to reduce thatch. The sumps in Marbella Park have been mowed and tidied, the top two tiers will be planted with grevilleas and mulched while the bottom tier will be mulched and left with rushes. In the Leeward Park area planting has begun to infill bare areas along the bank of Hepburn Ave, the corner of Amalfi & Hepburn and the verge trees along the west side of Amalfi Drive. Planting will also be done on Marbella and Harbour View Parks. This work is continuing throughout December and beyond. Planting will continue in the Parks and Midi, Eze and Var Terraces will also be included. Parks will be mowed three times this month and this will increase to 4 mows a month during January, February and March. Spraying, pruning and general maintenance will continue on all landscape areas. 








Graffiti





Graffitti has been on the increase and is not only very unsightly but devalues our estate and properties.
