PRESIDENT’S REPORT





Hi and Welcome to the Spring Edition 2011 Newsletter of the Harbour Rise Home Owners’ Association.





It has been a busy year since our last AGM.  In partnership with the City of Joondalup you may have noticed a lot of work going on in the Estate in regards to landscaping upgrades





The City has invested a lot of time, funding and energy to address landscaping issues within our Estate.





The works throughout various area of the estate have been significant in nature and you should notice them now and definitely when spring comes.





Amongst other initiatives the City have resurfaced the central Tennis Courts with our choice of colour which was voted on by the Committee.





Other long outstanding non SAR issues that have been resolved by the City in liaison with the Committee are the light pole bases and light tops.  A sustainable PVC alternative for the base was voted on by the Committee and received overwhelming support.  This will result in better looking and durable bases for the long term with no impact on SAR funding.





Although light bases are infrastructure and are not covered by the SAR staying with wood bases would have resulted in the increase of SAR levies to every household to maintain them ongoing and into the future.  The committee did not support the raising of levies and vote on this sustainable alternative ensuring that our SAR levies continue to be maintained at CPI and are spent on enhanced landscaping not infrastructure.





I would like to take this opportunity to thank the City of Joondalup for their ongoing commitment to our Estate maintenance and enhancement as without this effective partnership we would not have been able to see such great improvement.





I would also like to take this opportunity to invite you to participate and become active in matters of our Estate by joining our committee.

The Need for SPEED





The Harbour Rise Home Owners Association is looking into obtaining more efficient broadband services in the area.  Currently, the area only has access to ADSL1 or Wireless.  In technical terms we’re told “it is too far from the Mullaloo exchange and sits on a rim”.  We understand other parts of Hillarys and Sorrento have similar issues.





When I first moved into the area two years ago, I discovered that many of my neighbours could not even get a hard wired ADSL line.  One neighbour, who had smart wired their house, had been trying to get a non-wireless connection through Telstra Bigpond without success for the past year and had complained to the communications ombudsman as they kept arranging appointments to come and connect only to discover in the end that they were unable to do so.  Another neighbour, who built several years ago applied and was connected immediately to an Amnet ADSL1 service.  I’m not sure if Amnet have extra infrastructure in the area, but I’ve heard of a few household connecting through the same ISP.





I recently tested a Vivid Wireless unit and was very impressed at the speeds.  A friend of mine who is a Telco looked into it and discovered that they had quite a bit of infrastructure in the area at Whitfords Nodes Park and Hillarys Coles shopping centre that would service Harbour Rise.  I was very impressed as I got 4 times the download speed of my fixed line ADSL1 and twice the upload speed.





With the rollout of the National Broadband Network (NBN) over the next 10 years splashed throughout the press, I decided to give their office a call.  I asked the question of when we would get it in the area and was told that there was no firm schedule and that it was yet to be decided; and that lobbying would not influence their decision, otherwise everyone would be harassing their office and nothing would get done.  It is interesting to note that one of the first sites in Australia for the rollout was in Tamworth, NSW (Tony Windsor’s Electorate).  It may be worth us starting a letter writing campaign to the NBN and our local MP in the hope a squeaky internet service be fixed.





Several months ago there was quite a bit of cable laying on Whitfords and Hepburn Avenues.  I was advised that the white cable they were installing was for communications, but I’m still unsure to what purpose it was for.  If anyone has any information on this, please contact me.





Finally, does anyone else in the estate have any experience in this area or horror stories of lack of broadband connection?  I would love to hear from you.
